The Thompson Okanagan Minor Box Lacrosse Commission (TOMBLC) who governs league play in our zone has returned to a House / Representative lacrosse program (a position supported by the majority of the KMLA Membership). The House Program will result in balanced teams and will commence in advance of the Representative Program. Representative teams will be formed following a tryout & commitment/availability verification process. All players successful in making a Representative team must according to the Operating Policy of TOMBLC continue to fulfil their House team commitments in addition to their Representative team practices and games. In support of this obligation, team code of conduct & disciplinary policies in KMLA will also promote this “two teams” obligation for Representative team players. KMLA is aggressively promoting to the governing TOMBLC Executive the running of House and Representative programs side by side and conflict free (in terms of scheduling). It is anticipated House teams will see a minimum 12 game league schedule + (possibly) 1 tournament and the Representative teams will see a minimum 4 game league schedule + 2 tournaments.
